amount, if so required by the Commission; or 

 
(b) the holding company undertakes that it would not let its 

wholly-owned subsidiary default and would not, without 
prior approval of the Commission, voluntarily dispose of, or 
permit the disposal or issue of any share capital of the 
trustee/custodian such that it ceases to be a wholly-owned 
subsidiary of the holding company. 

 
Note: 4.4 is not applicable to a trustee/custodian that is licensed or 

registered to carry on Type 13 regulated activity under Part V 
of the SFO, which shall comply with the applicable statutory 
requirements on financial resources.” 

 
7. Repeal the note to paragraph 4.5(j) of the UT Code. 

 
8. Substitute note (2) to paragraph 5.10(d) of the UT Code:– 

 
“(2) provide relevant information to the trustee/custodian to discharge its 

regulatory obligations, including those obligations pursuant to 4.5.” 
 

9. Repeal Appendix G to the UT Code. 
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
